Show Rules:  NPGA Rules to govern.  All goats except wethers must have an original registration certificate. 

Entry Fees:  $7.00 for Keystone members per animal per show.  $8.00 for non-members per animal per show.  No charge 
for Showmanship.  In order to receive the member discount your dues must be current.  A space has been provided on the 
entry form for you to include your dues.  Pre-entered exhibitors may add 5 animals at the standard entry fee, for late 
entries over 5 additional there will be a late fee of $3.00 per goat, per show. For exhibitors who have not pre-entered there 
will be a late fee of $3.00 per goat, per show, in addition to the regular fees.  Entries received by April 15, 2010 will be 
included in the showbook. 

Arrival and Check-In Times:  You may arrive anytime after 2:00 PM on Friday.  Friday Check-In is from 3:00-6:30 
PM.  Saturday Check-In is from 8:00-8:30 AM.  Security will be provided for the whole weekend.  Please do not bring 
dogs to the barn. 

Health Papers:  All PA rules apply; all goats must be accompanied by a Health Certificate.  Animals with any signs of 
disease will not be allowed in the barn or will be removed from the barn. 

Pens:  6’x 6’, $8.00 each, there will be separate doe and buck areas.  Shavings will be provided.  Please specify how 
many doe/buck pens you will need on the entry form.  Be advised that only 10 extra pens will be set up after the cut off 
date (4/15) and will be first come, first served.

Directions to 4-H Center Complex 
From Intersection of Rt. 30 and I83: 
Traveling south from Harrisburg Exit 22, follow George St. to Rt. 30 or Traveling north from Maryland Exit 21B 
� Follow Rt. 30 west around York till it connects with old Rt. 30; take first connecting exit, Rt. 30 West towards 
Gettysburg. 
� Follow approximately 1 mile; Turn left on Rt. 116 (Hanover Rd); Rutters’ Farm Store is on right side of intersection. 
� Take Rt. 116 for 1.5 miles to Stoverstown Road. (First road on left after passing WayneCo Kitchens). (Directional sign 
with 4-H Center at this intersection) 
� Travel 1/4 mile, York County 4-H Center is on left. Brick and cement block building, sits back from road in wooded 
area.  There is a sign at end of lane. 
From Gettysburg area: 
� Travel East on Rt. 30 towards York. 
� Turn right onto Biesecker Road. (You will see the quarry on right prior to this turn) 
� At T intersection turn left onto Hanover Rd (Rt. 116). 
� Travel approximately 2 blocks, turn right onto Stoverstown Rd. (Directional sign with 4-H Center at this intersection) 
� Travel ¼ mile, York County 4-H Center is on left. Brick and cement block building sits back from road in wooded area.  
There is a sign at the end of the lane. 
From Hanover area: 
� Travel East on Rt. 116 (Hanover Rd) towards York. 
� Travel through Spring Grove and Nashville. 
� Turn right onto Stoverstown Rd. (Directional sign with 4-H Center at this intersection) 
� Travel ¼ mile, York County 4-H Center is on left. Brick and cement block building sits back form road in wooded area.  
There is a sign at the end of the lane. 
From Dover area: 
� Travel south on South Salem Church Rd, cross over East Berlin Rd (Rt. 234). 
� Continue on new section of South Salem Church Rd to intersection with Rt. 30. 
� Cross Rt. 30 and follow Rt. 116 (Hanover Rd) for 1.5 miles to Stoverstown Road. (First road on left after passing 
WayneCo Kitchens). (Directional sign with 4-H Center at this intersection) 
� Turn left and travel 1/4 mile, York County 4-H Center is on left. Brick and cement block building, sits back from road 
in wooded area.  There is a sign at the end of the lane.
